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6. While students are in class, if homeschool parents wish to stay on campus, we ask them to wait in a designated
area.
7. Students and parents are expected to follow the CCS Parent/Student Handbook, including uniforms, etc.
8. Punctuality is important. After three tardies, participation in the program may be reviewed.
9. Please pick your students up on time, which is at the end of class. The fee for late pickup is $5 for every 5 minutes.
10. Tuition remains the same if school is canceled due to weather/building problem, or if a grade level is away on a field
trip.
